Greetings to you, and, peace from God our Father, a nd our Lord Jesus Christ! 
This is holy week and as usual, it is hard to believe that Easter Day is soon here. And, as we 

have journeyed through the season of Lent, we have been exploring our spirituality but also looking 
at how we can deepen our service to our God. Lent always affords us the opportunity to look at our 
lives and make improvements in the way we serve. 

In the bible study group we examined the scriptures for Easter Sunday today. The scripture is 
always exciting as we hear the story of the morning of the third day after our Savior died. Luke’s 
version presents that the women went to the tomb to complete the preparations for proper burial. 
They arrived at the tomb to find the door of the tomb open. They went in and two angels appeared 
and told them the wonderful news. So they went and told the disciples. The eleven were in disbelief 
about what the women told them. We are told then that Peter ran to the tomb.  

We understand that the disciples would be in disbelief. How incredible was the news that the 
women told them. After all, they experienced the events of Thursday evening when after the meal 
Jesus led them to the garden where he was betrayed and arrested. They knew of the events of the 
trial of Jesus. We know that most of the disciples were in hiding during this event and it was Peter 
who tried to stay close by to see what Jesus was going through in the trial. But, after he was 
questioned about being with Jesus and denying three times that he even knew the man, we know 
that even he left the scene. So, we are not sure just where they all were during the next hours. We 
know that some of them were at the crucifixion. We know that a few of them watched first hand 
when Jesus died on the cross. We imagine those who were there probably helped to get the body 
of Jesus to the tomb in order to make sure that his body was laid to rest. We can assume that those 
few saw that the tomb was sealed with the body of Jesus inside. Then after the observance of the 
Sabbath, the women went to the tomb to anoint the body of Jesus and give him the proper burial 
according to Jewish law.  

I often do an exercise when I am thinking about a biblical passage. I try to imagine what I would 
be thinking and feeling if I were the one in the passage. So I try to imagine what I would be thinking 
and feeling if I were one of the women who went to the tomb that morning. I think about how sad I 
would be because of the cruel death of Jesus. I wonder if I would even be angry at the injustice of 
his trial and death. Then I imagine the walk to the tomb. It would be one of the hardest and “longest” 
walks imaginable. I wonder if the women talked along the way and what they may have talked 
about. And then I imagine the reaction they felt as they approached the tomb and saw that it was 
now open. And their reaction was not one of fear. No, instead, they went into the tomb to see if the 
body of their beloved friend was there. How awesome the Easter event is! How challenging it is for 
all to understand. It is so incredible that we can probably understand that some people just find it 
too hard to believe. But it is true! 

I just purchased a publication by U.S. News & World Report entitled “SECRETS OF 
CHRISTIANITY”. I have only read a few pages of it right now but I am curious to see if they try to 
debunk the Christian faith or if they will support the belief in the truth of Christ’s life and death. I will 
let you know when I am finished reading it. And, it is available to anyone who would like to read it 
too. Just let me know! 

We hope you all have a very blessed Easter, surrounded by your loved ones and wrapped in 
the loving arms of our Lord and Savior!
