It is a story written by Elizabeth Gilbert about her life’s journey in her early
thirties. It is a story about her search for God. It is a good book and offers a guide and suggestions
on finding God in daily life. The book is “EAT, PRAY, LOVE” . | am reading the section on Pray
which takes place at an Ashram in India. But, much of what Elizabeth shares about her journey is
something that we can all apply to our daily walk with God. She offers some very deep, spiritual
thoughts and it has been uplifting to read this book. | highly recommend it to you to add to your
reading list. If you are not a reader, maybe the movie will be just as good. | have not seen the movie
as | write this column, but | do want to see the movie soon.

Our daily walk with God is vital to our spiritual life, we cannot just do a once a week meeting
with God and hope that it is enough to carry us through the week. Far too often people feel that if
they go to church on Sunday, then they are good for the week because they have gotten all of God
that they need for the week. But, it just doesn’t work that way. Certainly Sunday worship or any time
of worship is a booster for our faith life. We gather in community with our brothers and sisters in
faith. We join our hearts and minds in giving praise to God and giving thanks for the blessings He
provides. We hear the words that God gives us for the living of our lives. We are fed and nourished
in Spirit when we join in worship of God. Certainly that does wonders in carrying us through the
week. Having that boost of worship enables us to face the week with a charge, strength of spirit that
could be drained if we did not share in the worship of our Lord. But with organized worship, there
may be a downside. Because we have our service time, we are singing and speaking for a majority
of the worship experience. We use our voices to offer God our praise and our thankfulness. But,
unless we use the style of worship of the Quaker meeting, we just don’t take much time to listen to
God. Our worship services are mainly times when we offer our responsive liturgy and unison
prayers. There may be time for quiet prayer, but much of that is us offering personal prayer petitions
to God for a half minute to a minute or so. It is often times not a time for us to sit in meditation and
listen for God’s voice to speak to us. Prayer is talking to God but it should also be listening to God.
So, in our daily lives, we should get into the practice of sitting in quiet meditation. Now, this does not
mean that we need to do the process lined out in Yoga or other religions that use chanting and
other focusing techniques to pray to God or listen for God’s voice. Getting into quiet meditation can
simply be incorporated into whatever we are doing. It could be that while we are driving we turn off
the radio and just let God guide our thoughts. It could be that we turn off the television that usually
gets turned on and is left on for hours at a time. It could be that we go and sit on the deck or porch
and just let God guide our thoughts and speak to us.

The motto of the United Church of Christ for the past few years has been “GOD IS STILL
SPEAKING” and this motto is very true! God is still speaking to each and every one of us. Many of
us though do not allow our surroundings to be still enough for us to hear the voice of God speaking.
So, let us together focus on hearing the voice of God and following His guidance each and every
day of our lives.
